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DESCRIPTION

ASA Extraflex is a pre-mixed rubber modified acrylic based, flexible thin bed ceramic tile adhesive
suitable for most interior wall and limited floor* applications. ASA Extraflex is safe to use, non - toxic
and easy to spread. ASA Extraflex is ideal for use on concrete, cement render, rendered brickwork
and concrete block work, gyprock, plasterboard, and fibrous cement sheeting. ASA Extraflex has a
long open time for tile adjustments which makes it convenient for the tradesman or handyman.

SURFACE PREPARATION

All surfaces must be clean, dry, and be free from dust, grease, wax, oil, laitance, curing compounds, release agents, paint,
coatings, friable material and all other contaminants that are likely to prevent the adhesive bonding. Fibrous cement sheeting and
plasterboards must be fixed in accordance to manufacturer’s printed directions. Cement render must be allowed to cure for 7 days,
concrete to be left with a wood float finish and allowed to cure for at least 28 days before tiling. Smooth steel trowel finished
concrete must be mechanically abraded to increase adhesion. Highly porous substrates should be primed with ASA Multiprime
prior to tiling. Certain non absorbent/impervious substrates that are suitable for tiling should be primed using ASA Epoxy Prime
2 Part. For further information, contact ASA/Bostik. ASA Epoxy Prime 2 Part should be used over ASA/Bostik approved
polyurethane waterproofing membranes.

MOVEMENT JOINTS
Movement joints must be incorporated at the design stage and in accordance with AS3958.1- 2007.

APPLICATION

All workmanship must be carried out in accordance with AS3958.1-2007

Apply the adhesive to the prepared substrate using the appropriate notched trowel for the size of the tile being laid. Press tiles into
the adhesive before it skins over. Do not spread more than 1m? ASA Extraflex at a time. At least 80% of the adhesive must be in
full contact with substrate and tile. Final bed must not exceed 2mm. If the adhesive skins, re-spread the adhesive. Do not disturb
tiles until the adhesive has cured.

*FLOOR APPLICATION
ASA Extraflex is suitable for limited internal floor aplications over porous concrete, sand/cement screeds and fibrous cement
sheeting. Adhesive drying time will be significantly affected in colder climates. Refer to product limitations.

DRYING

Allow adhesive to cure for a minimum of 24 to 48 hours (or until tile work has firmed) before grouting. ASA Extraflex must not be
washed down or exposed to rain for at least 24 hours. ASA Extraflex must not come into contact with water at any stage during
cure. Do not tile if temperatures are likely to drop to below 5°C or exceed 30°C. For temperatures below 20°C allow the adhesive
to cure for an extended period of time. If uncertain check to see if the adhesive has set before grouting.

GROUTING

Use the appropriate ASA grout with ASA Grout Additive as a total water replacement when tiling over flexible substrates. Allow
joint widths of 1.5mm to 5mm for walls and 3mm to 15mm for floors as per AS3958.1-2007. Thoroughly clean the surface of the
tiles to remove all residues prior to the grout and the Grout Additive drying.

CLEAN UP
ASA Extraflex can be removed from the surface of the tiles using a damp cloth while the adhesive is still wet. Tools and equipment
can be cleaned with warm water and detergent prior to the adhesive drying.

COVERAGE
Using a 6mm x 6mm notched trowel, 1 litre will cover approximately 1m? on a true flat surface.
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SAFETY DIRECTIONS

Avoid contact with skin and eyes. Wear overalls, safety shoes, impervious gloves and safety glasses. Use only in well ventilated
areas. No smoking. Avoid contact with foodstuffs, and sources of heat and ignition. Wash hands after use. Store in a cool place
and out of direct sunlight. Store away from oxidising agents. Keep containers closed when not in use. Do not empty into drains.
FOR FIRE: If involved in a fire use water, fog, foam or dry agents. Avoid breathing products of combustion.

FOR SPILLS: Clean up all spills immediately. Avoid contact with skin and eyes. Wear impervious gloves and safety goggles.
Trowel up/scrape up and place spilled material in clean, dry, sealed container. Flush spill area with water.
